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We finished 2007 with a splendid par ty at  Glenmore Country Club, hosted and planned, as usual, by 

Peggy Kessler  and Alan Bower. We had a great  turnout  and, again, saw many new faces. Even with this wel l -earned 

celebrat ion, we made a posi t ive change in our  bot tom l ine. That  is, the total  cash and investments for  2007 was above 

that  of 2006! However, 2008 has a signi ficant  challenge.  

The new year  br ings new financial  chal lenges to al l  clubs, but  par t icular ly to  smal l and medium sized clubs, such as 

ours. At  the core of this is the dramat ic decline in AKC regist rat ions - 40% since 1992. This 

means a signi ficant  decline in AKC revenues and AKC has chosen to offset  this loss of in-

come with increased fees to individual clubs.  

We current ly pay a $1.50 AKC Event  Service Fee and a $.50 AKC Recording Fee on the pt . 
ent ry of each dog in our  show. However, effect ive 1/11/08~ the AKC Event  Service Fee went  
to $3.00 for  the fi rst  ent ry of each dog and $3.00 for  each addi t ional  ent ry! Based on our back 
to back shows last  year , in which we had around 2000 entr ies, this new fee wi l l  cost  us an 
addi t ional  $3000.00. Our profi t  last  year  on our  shows was about  $6000.00. Needless to say, 
that  50% loss of income to us is a signi ficant  amount  of money.  

Agi l i ty, too, faces increased fees. Current ly the recording fee for  Agi l i ty is $3.00 for  the fi rst  

ent ry and $1.00 for  each addi t ional  ent ry. Now the addit ional  ent ry fee has been increased to ·$3.00. Addit ional ly, 

AKC has raised l icense fees for  al l  Conformat ion, Obedience, Ral ly, Agil i ty and Tracking events.  

Our  chal lenge is to find ways to offset  this increase in costs. After  al l , we have our  own events and programs to fund and 
we rely on the income that  the agi l i ty t r ials and our  other  shows supply. Simply raising ent ry fees may be a par t ial  solu-
t ion, but  cer tainly, at  some point  we then would ant icipate a decl ine in ent r ies.  

We need to deal  wi th this in 2008, so your  ideas, comments and suggest ions are very important . There are many crea-

t ive minds in our  club. I  know that  together  we wil l  find a way to maintain our  many act ivi t ies now and in the future.  

Our  next  meeting is Wednesday, February 13th, and I  look forward to seeing you then. Sandy

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*What  is Giardia?*What  is Giardia?*

re a vaccine that  can prevent  a dog from becoming infected with ardia.  
 *What  is Giardia? 

*Giardia are somet imes confused with "worms" because they are a parasite of the gast rointest inal t ract  
and cause diar rhea. Actual ly, Giardia are one-cel led parasites classi fied as protozoa. Other  examples of 
protozoal parasites that  can cause diar rhea are Coccidia, Cryptospor idia, and Toxoplasma. I t  occurs 
wor ldwide and is a common cause of "Traveler©s Diar rhea" in people. I t  is a fair ly frequent  infect ion of 
outdoor  enthusiasts who dr ink contaminated water . Dogs and cats that  are infected with Giardia have no 
signs of diar rhea or  i l lness. However , these pets can st i l l  pass the infect ion on to other  pets. Other  pets 
have severe, watery diar rhea, weight  loss and a decreased appet i te. 

 *How do pets get  Giardia? 

*Pets become infected with Giardia when they swal low the cyst  stage of the parasite. The cysts are 
passed into the environment  by infected animals where they survive several months. The cysts have 
adapted to l ive water  and puddles where they are often spread to a new host .  

 * I s Giardia t ransmit table to humans?  

*Giardiasis is the most  common intest inal parasit ic infect ion of man. People become often become in-
fected by dr inking contaminated water . This contaminat ion can come from dogs and cats, wi ldl i fe, or  
other  infected people.                                                                                                                                           

 *How is Giardia t reated? 

*The dewormer, Panacur , is effect ive against  al l  l i fe stages of Giardia when given for  a minimum of 5 
days. The ant ibiot ic, Met ronidazole, is also often used to t reat  this disease, though i t  is not  thought  to be 
as effect ive against  the cyst  stage of this protozoan. Treatment  must  be cont inued unt i l  the stool sample 
is negat ive, so fol low-up fecal test ing is imperat ive. I t  is also impor tant  to discard al l  infected stools in the 
toi let  or  t rash. Be sure to wear  gloves when handl ing the stool because Giardia can infect  people. Also, 
wipe the pet©s rear  with baby wipes after  he has passed stool and discard the wipes in the t rash immedi-
ately.  

 * I s there a vaccine that  can prevent  a dog from becoming infected with Giardia? 

*There is a Giardia vaccine but  i t  has not  be shown to be effect ive in cont rol l ing this disease.  

 * I s there way to prevent  re-infect ion?    

*The best  way to prevent  re-infect ion is to keep your  pet  from dr inking infected water . I f that  isn©t  possi-
ble, talk to your  veter inar ian about  per iodical ly t reat ing your  pet  for  Giardia. Having stool  samples re-
checked per iodical ly is the best  way to tel l  i f your  pet  is infected.

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  Appear ance: Of great  size and commanding appearance, the I r ish Wolfhound is re-
markable in combining power and swiftness with keen sight . The largest  
and tal lest  of the gal loping hounds, in general type he is a rough-coated, 
Greyhound-l ike breed; very muscular , st rong though graceful ly buil t ; 
movements easy and act ive; head and neck carr ied high, the tai l  carr ied 
with an upward sweep with a sl ight  curve towards the ext remity. The 
minimum height  and weight  of dogs should be 32 inches and 120 pounds; 
of bi tches, 30 inches and 105 pounds; these to apply only to hounds over  18 
months of age. Anything below this should be debarred from competi t ion.

Popu lar i t y : 77th in 2006; with 1,016 registered with the Amer ican Kennel Club 

F i r st  Recogn i zed as a br eed: The I r ish Wolfhound was fi rst  recognized by the AKC 
in 1925. The I r ish Wolfhound Club was founded in 1885. 

  Our  Aw ar d Wi nner  has been a l i fe long dog lover  - though not  "born into the Spor t  of 
Purebred Dogs". At  an early age she was infatuated with al l  dogs, found her  way 
into the Spor t  as a Junior  though not  in Junior  Handling. Her  fi rst  breed was 
Col l ies and she put  Championships on them as a Junior . She is a Charter  mem-
ber  of CAKC and star ted as a Junior . She has held al l  the offices in the club in-
cluding Show Chairman. As she grew, German Shepherds became her  passion 
and for  many years she bred, owner handled and finished many fine dogs. This 
breed prompted her  to ut i l ize al l  of their  capabi l i t ies and she star ted the Dog 
Program with the Charlot tesvi l le Albemar le Pol ice Department , not  only t raining 
the dogs and officers but  being on cal l wi th one of her  finest  for  search work for  
the Police - She and Dolf were "on cal l " for  that  work and made believers out  of 

the powers that  be! After  years in Shepherds she became enamored with the Pembroke 
Welsh Corgi  and star ted her  Corgi  breeding program under the Wakefield prefix.

Josh Popkin is co-breeder  of one of the three dogs, Clapton, starr ing in a fi lm that  is being shot  wi th Richard Gere. The movie 
“Hachiko” is about  an Aki ta dog of the same name who was brought  to Tokyo by his owner, a college professor , in 1924. The 
dog would see his master  off from the front  door  and then greet  him at  the end of the day at  the nearby Shibuya rai lway sta-
t ion. After  his master  died whi le at  work in 1925, Hachiko returned every day for  eleven years to the stat ion to wait  for  him. 
I n 1932 he gained nat ional  at tent ion when his story was pr inted in Tokyo’s largest  newspaper. In 1934 a bronze statue of his 
l ikeness was erected at  the Shibuya stat ion, wi th Hachiko himself present  for  the unvei l ing. Hachiko became a Nat ional 
Treasure in Japan.
