On May 7, 2008 the Albemar le County Board of Supervisors (BOS) posted not ice of two pieces of legislat ion of interest  to dog 
owners.  The fi rst  was a barking dog ordinance that  provided for  cr iminal  penalt ies for  owners of dogs that  bark cont inu-
ously for  more than 30 minutes.  Owners who were ci ted 3 t imes in a twelve month per iod would have to give up their  dogs 
for  rehoming or  euthanasia.   The second i tem was a resolut ion of intent  to the planning to commission to regulate the num-
ber  of adul t  dogs allowed in resident ial  zoning dist r icts.  The recommended number is 5. 

I n response to these i tems, the board of the CAKC appointed a legislat ive commit tee consist ing of Cecil ia Hoffman, chair , 
L inda King, Mar ianne Sull ivan, Jim Barret t  and Kat ie Emanuel.  Kat ie decl ined and was replaced by Pat ty Worthington.  A 
special meet ing of the general  membership was held on May 22 at  JABA to inform the membership of what  was happening 
and to seek their  input  on how the kennel club should respond.  Also in at tendance at  that  meet ing were Suzanne Korgut  
from the C-ASPCA and Sharyn Hutchins from the VA Federat ion of Dog Clubs and Breeders.  Based on the ideas presented 
at  the meet ing, a brochure was created and dist r ibuted at  the CAKC shows of May 31, and June 1.   

Jim, Linda and Mar ianne met  with Amelia McCulley of the Planning Commission on June 5 to discuss the proposed zoning 
change.   The meeting was very posi t ive and she gave them some hints on what  to do at  the BOS meeting the next  week. 

As you are al l  probably aware, in spi te of the best  effor ts of Jim, Mar ianne and L inda and other  club members who at tended 
the BOS meeting on June 11, the barking ordinance passed.  Euthanasia as an opt ion was removed from the ordinance. Our 
new task is the dog l imits.  We are already pull ing together  informat ion, but  we are open to suggest ions.  Things we are 
looking at  or  for :  

 > contacts with other  animal groups in the area - hunt  clubs, cat  fanciers, horse clubs, etc.   

> contacts with nat ional groups - NAIA, ADOA, AKC, etc 

> seeking an at torney to provide advice on the legal aspects of zoning changes, dog laws, etc. 

> way to raise the awareness of the community

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Congratulations to all of our members who put on two near perfect shows this year! The grounds 
looked terrific, our hospitality, as always, was superb, rally and obedience loved their new site, and 

even the weather cooperated. Thanks to Peggy's incredible publicity campaign, we had many, many spectators both 
days and that means not only a very healthy profit, but the attendance should help us in attracting both vendors and 
visitors for shows to come.  

Our new legislative committee - Jim Barrett, Marianne Sullivan, Patty Worthington, Cecilia Hoffman and 
Linda King - organized, in a very short period of time, a well-researched, attractive and 
effective brochure to address a barking ordinance proposed by the Albemarle County 
Board of Supervisors. This was distributed to all spectators coming through our gates 
with a Virginia license tag. Every one of the judges at our shows asked for copies of this 
handout to take back to their own kennel clubs to show what could be done.  

The committee also composed a thoughtful list of talking points in response to 
the proposed ordinance. At the Supervisors meeting our views and concerns were ably 
presented by our people who were supported by many of our members in the audience. 
Although eventually the ordinance did pass, by a vote of four to two, I feel that our efforts were successful in that the 
ordinance was modified into somewhat less onerous wording and the Board is now aware of an effective vocal constitu-
ency within the ranks of dog owners. The next challenge will be legislation limiting the number of dogs you may le-
gally own in Albemarle County. This is crucial to all of us because if one county in this area adopts strict limitations in 
this regard, other area counties may well follow suit.  

I feel so fortunate to be involved in a Kennel Club, which has in its membership so many talented, well edu-
cated and highly effective people.  Regards, Sandy 
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ARTIFICIAL RESPIRATION  
Check the airway for any foreign objects and then gently hold the muzzle sealing the mouth and lips with your hands. Force-
fully blow air into the animal's nose. Give four or five rapid breaths and then check to see if the animal begins breathing with-
out assistance. If not, repeat for a maximum of 20 minutes. until you reach a veterinary hospital.  

 PERFORMING CPR  
DO NOT assume that there is no heartbeat or pulse simply because an animal is not breathing. Do not start chest compres-
sions before checking for a heartbeat. If the animal is conscious and responds to you, then the heart is beating.  

Small Dog « 30 lbs.) or Cat:  
Lay your pet down on its right side with the chest facing you. Kneel and place the palm of one of your hands over the ribs at the 
point where the elbow touches the chest. Place your other hand underneath the right side. With your elbows softly locked, com-
press the chest 1/2 to 1 inch. If working alone, perform 5 chest compressions for each breath (see above) for five rotations and 
then check for pulse. If there are two people, have one perform the compressions at a rate of three compressions for each 
breath, then check for pulse.  

Medium to Large Dog (30-90 lbs.):  
Stand or kneel with the animal's chest towards you. Extend your arms at the elbows and cup your hands. At the point where 
the left elbow lies when pulled back to the chest, compress the chest about 1 - 3 inches.  

If working alone, perform 5 chest compressions for each breath (see above) for five rotations and then check for pulse. If there 
are two people, have one perform the compressions at a rate of two or three compressions for each breath, then check for pulse.  

Giant Dogs (90+ lbs.): Use technique for medium to large clogs but do ten compressions for each breath and then 

check for pulse.
